NEW BUSINESS

Manager Lucas Locke informed the Valley County Airport Board the National Guard Requested to C-130 at 170,000 lbs. in emergency situations. Lucas had an example of an operation waiver from Reginal Airport in Cedar City UT. 
Discussion was held on the Planning & Engineering Request for Qualifications that was bid out. The only requests the board received was from DOWL. DOWL sent a handbook for the Valley County Airport Board to look over on DOWL’s qualifications. A decision will be made at the next board meeting to give the board members time to look over the handbook.

REIL Replacement Project – FY 2020 

• 
Bid Award – As you may recall, the winning bid was Pavlik Electric for a bid price of $65,460.00. Pavlik and Central Electric were notified of bid results.  DOWL completed a Recommendation of Award (ROA) and sent it to the Airport and the FAA for concurrence.

FAA Grant Offer – I discussed the status of the grant and FAA concurrence of the award recommendation with Jason Garwood at FAA this morning.  Jason said he did receive all of the necessary paperwork for grant and award recommendation.  The FAA just hasn’t had time to respond yet for concurrence of award, but he anticipates no problems.  Jason expect FAA AIP grant approval this week.

Airport Pavement Maintenance Design Project – FY 2020
 •   This project will move forward in a similar manner as the REIL project steps above.  

Taxiway Realignment Design Project – On Hold 
•    On hold.  A decision as to how to move forward with the costs to date will be made   soon.  Total expended to date is approximately $14,000. 

Airport Master Plan – FY 2021 (tentative) 
•    The process to begin FAA NPE planning for the FY-2021 Master Plan Project is just beginning, and Jason Garwood and Scott Eaton with the FAA are in the loop.  More detailed efforts will begin after Glasgow Consultant selection for planning.  

Other items 
• CARES Act – As discussed last month, all 2020 projects will be paid by FAA at 100%.  Jason verified today that all required forms have been sent to GGW reps for signatures. 
• DBE 3-year program – The draft 3-year DBE program has been completed by DOWL (APG) and will be sent to Lucas today.  The public notice (attached to program I am sending Lucas) must be publicly posted (bulletin board, etc) by May 15th.  The Public phone call is scheduled for June 15th. 
• CIP / NPE Planning – I will be sending a very tentative CIP draft plan to each board member this week.  Please take a little time to review and discuss it for the next board meeting.  This is NOT meant to be a final plan, just a starting point for discussions.
