AIRPORT MANAGER’S REPORT

I made two trips to Ft. Peck Lake for seaplane fuel on Memorial weekend.

Airport Inspection:
Aeronautics completed the airport inspection last week. Phillips 66 is expected to be here this month for the fuel farm and equipment inspection. TSA will be here July 25 for their annual inspection and review.

Hangar Pricing:
Review Hangar & Service Fees. Cape Air wants to know of any increases 

so, they can plan accordingly on the EAS bid this summer.

Fuel Equipment:
Due to changes in fuel filter requirements we may need to upgrade the filter vessels on the Avgas Farm and Avgas Truck. Breezy estimates that upgrading the vessels for water defense may cost about $3,500 for each vessel (3 total).

Fort Peck Mower: 
The loader attachment brackets appear to be reinforcing the frame of the tractor where the welding repairs were made in the past.

Hinsdale Airport: 
If they have money left over in their budget Dean would like to order a Wag-Aero runway light kit. A kit for a 2,200’ runway is $580

Idaho Norland:
Montana Aeronautics has arranged for MDT to haul the Idaho Norland and its attachments to the Lincoln Airport.

Cintas Medical:
They serviced the cabinet 6/5/19 for $113.61 without getting approval from me on the items. Cancel service and stock it ourselves?

Fabric Building:
New door for the fabric building. $640.25 (April 8th price)

FedEx:
June 6, 2019 FAA approved the installation of the shed and utility poles. Received the signed lease contract from FedEx, they have been signed and returned.


Corporate Air had previously informed me that they would need to install larger tie down anchors for the Caravan as well as doing some paint marking.

EAS Contract:
The essential air service contract is up for bid this year. I have received calls from Boutique Air (Pilatus PC12) and Southern Airways Express (Caravan) that are both interested in bidding for the routes.

CAPE AIR REPORT

67% Load factor. Second month in a row Glasgow was had the largest load factor. Cape Air CEO Dan Wolf is supposed to be coming this month sometime and bringing the new airplane.
NEW BUSINESS

Pasture lease bid were opened. Only one bid was submitted by John Fahlgren for $1,200.00 a year. 
A motion was made by Darrell Morehouse to accept John Fahlgren’s bid and seconded by Kristie Brabeck. Motion carried.
Discussion was held on the fiscal year budget for 2019/2020. Commissioner’s have approved a 2.4% raise for employee’s and insurance has went up 3%. 
A motion was made by Kristie Brabeck to give all the airport employees the 2.4% raise and to give Manager Lucas Locke and Don Manfreda an additional $1 per hour raise and seconded by Darrell Morehouse. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on doing maintenance to the courtesy cars. Manager Lucas Locke said repairs would be around $1,500.00 dollars. The board would like the repairs in the fiscal year 2018/2019.

A motion was made by Kristie Brabeck to repair the courtesy cars for around $1,500.00 and seconded by Darrell Morehouse. Motion carried.
Manager Lucas Locke informed the board Thompson and Sons are going to buy some millings for $3 yd. Lucas wasn’t sure how much they would be taking but they will haul the millings themselves.
OLD BUSINESS
Manager Lucas Locke informed the Valley County Commission Board of the status fuel farms peeling paint. Lannon Tank Company informed Manager Lucas Locke, that Lannon was thinking they might send the supplies and have the airport staff fix the peeling paint. The board discussed having Valley County Attorney, Dylan Jensen writing a letter to Lannon Tank and having them come and fix the peeling paint properly. After much discussion it was decided to have Valley County Attorney Dylan Jensen write a letter.
Manager Lucas Locke informed the board on the status of FedEx. FedEx has brought a shed in. Corporate Air is going to come and do the tie downs for FedEx. They also will use hangar space in the colder weather and pay $200 a month for space for their tug and deicer. Manager Lucas Locke asked them not to drive their trucks on the apron.

A motion was made by Darrell Morehouse to adjourn the meeting and seconded by Kristie Brabeck. Motion carried.
