AIRPORT MANAGER’S REPORT

Fuel Equipment:
Due to changes in fuel filter requirements are changing the filters in the Avgas and installing additional parts inside the vessel.

FedEx:
Still working on the shed and parking area for FedEx. They are starting to ship items here for their office. 

EAS Contract:
EAS Meeting in Billings all day Thursday.

T-Hangar:
Don Doebler moved out of the ’79 T-hangar and Matt Earls has taken over the hangar.

Asphalt Coating:
Product to coat the asphalt in front of the Stat Air hangar costs $675 for the material and $1,000 to ship it here from Denver. We will also need to get some squeegees and protective gear.

Fabric Building:
Company did not get back to me to sell us the door in time for the previous year budget.

Fuel Trailer:
While trying to fuel a turbine sea plane last weekend the fuel pump quit working on the fuel trailer. I picked up a new one at Ezzie’s for $470. We are also going to replace the piping on the trailer to match the new pump and the pickup truck tank.

GMC Envoy:
The car was fixed at Chappell’s. Another problem was discovered with the ABS. The ABS control module needs to be replaced, it controls the ABS and traction control. Estimate is for $770.96

ALP & CIP:
Dowl contacted me about the FAA request that we do a master plan. Leah thinks that we could probably get away with just doing an update to the Airport Layout Plan (mini master plan) to determine the needed taxiway layout and any other design changes that need to be made. She estimates that the ALP update would cost $100,000-$150,000. The Capital Improvement Plan, that needs to be submitted later this year would need to be revised to reflect any changes to our scheduled improvement projects.
