Fuel Equipment:
New filters have been installed in the Avgas Farm. Filters on order for the trucks, and Jet Farm. No word yet from Dylan about dealing with Lannon Tank about the paint. Cape Air annual fuel inspection this week.

FedEx:
Started operations on July 19. Security systems being installed this week.

EAS Contract:
The EAS Task Force Unanimously voted to keep Cape Air for another 4-year contract. DOT makes the final decision in the next couple months.

Asphalt Coating:
