AIRPORT MANAGER’S REPORT
Tug/Cape Air incident: April 18, when Bob was going to pull Cape Air’s 402 out of the hangar, he exited the tug with it still in gear and the tug hit the nose of Cape Air’s 402. I have informed our insurance company and we are waiting for the bill from Cape Air. Cape Air has told me they will be charging us for the repairs, lost revenue and any charges incurred to accommodate passengers.

CFR Building Lights have been replaced

Repairs have been made to the airport wildlife fence. I am coordinating with the insurance companies for reimbursement. We had to purchase a 300’ roll of the fence material.

I have talked to Kurt Holter and Simeniuk Repair about cutting the Martin Hangar door. Kurt came out to look at it, he thinks it can be done but wants to consult with Simeniuk and maybe work together on it.

Courtesy cars needed repairs. The ignition switch was replaced on the Envoy and the TrailBlazer needed a new water pump. $795.27

Underground Storage Tanks have been emptied to less than 1” of fuel and I have registered them as inactive with the Montana DEQ. We must still maintain the cathodic protection system and have an inactive tank inspection every three years until the tanks are removed.

Mark Brabeck found some prices for hangar door seals.


Using material from Midland Door will cost approx $840 for the commercial door.


Using IB Roof System Material would cost approx $425 for the commercial door.

We will need to replace two seals each on the commercial and city hangar doors. We will also need to make a new seal for the Martin hangar door after the door is shortened.

The fire department will conduct training at the airport on June 20.

CAPE AIR REPORT

Glasgow to Billings - 93% completed, 87% on time arrivals, 93% on time departures, 49% load factor.

Billings to Glasgow – 98% completed, 90% on time arrivals, 81% on time departures, 55% load factor.

Virgil Neslon is wondering if the Airport has additional funds to help fix the Airport lights in Opheim. Virgil is thinking around $1,000, not sure though since there is no quote. Board would like to a quote of some kind.

Search and Rescue will be at the Ft. Peck Airport this summer.
Board is questioning if the Cape Air Lease is separate or together for the Hangar and Office Lease.

N.E. STAT is thinking about having an Open House and Ted Schye’s retirement party together.

Manager, Lucas Locke would like to see what Brabeck’s would charge to fix where the culvert fills in with dirt by the fuel tanks and then fill everything  in with concrete. Lucas thinks this would fix the problem of the culvert filling up with dirt.
Insurance is going up. Erika Bengochea from United Insurance is doing quotes and going to check on prices for fuel cleanup. 

Mike is working on finishing up the taxiway project and getting funds back to the Airport.
